As those thoughts went through my head I felt impressed by the Lord 

to continue to share the whole story for him right there.  

                It was like the Lord was saying, “You normally share your story with a whole 

crowd on Sunday morning, but today you will share it with one man whom I really love”. 

It occurred to me that God cares about the INDIVIDUAL, not just the crowd.  That God 

would love the demoniac in Luke 8:26-39 enough to walk on water, take His disciples 

across a stormy sea, and go for JUST ONE, I can see how much God loves and cares for 

the INDIVIDUAL.
